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Active Reading Strategy – ASKING GOOD QUESTIONS

Good readers ask questions about what they are reading because they are always trying to figure out what is going on in the text or what the author is trying to do. 
Level One Questions 
The answers to these questions are clearly in the text.  You might even be able to literally point to the answer!
Level Two Questions 
To answer these questions you must put different parts of the text together.  They force you to infer the answer, which means you must “read between the lines” or apply your own knowledge to the text.  
Level Three Questions 
These questions are open-ended and go beyond the text.  They are intended to start a discussion about life.  These questions ask “So what?  Why does it matter?”

QUESTIONS FOR “THE LEGEND OF OZ: THE WICKED WEST”
	Level 1 Questions 

	· What is Dorothy’s horse’s name?
· Who captures Toto?

	Notice how all these questions are really basic (easy and right from the book).  

	Level 2 Questions 

	· How do you think Dorothy feels when Toto is captured?
· Why do you think the witch hates Dorothy so much?

	Notice how these questions either ask you to analyze how characters’ feelings or motivations, to make predictions, to piece together parts of the text, or to make a connection to the text. 

	Level 3 Questions 

	· Why do people do bad things to each other?
· Does getting revenge fix anything?

	Notice how these questions deal with themes from the text, but you don’t have to actually have read the text to answer the questions.  These questions are trying to bring the text into the real world.
